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At his appearance yesterday before the Foreign Affairs Commuttee, Dr David Kelly was
asked to supply a list of journalists with whom he has had contact. He pointed out that he will be
unable to answer this question immediately, because he does not at present have access to his
personal dianes. The Committee accepted that its question should be pursued through MoD.

I would be grateful to receive the information for which the Committee has asked as soon
as you are abie to supply it, accepting that it may be necessary to consult the transcript in order to
confirm exactly what was sought. I will try to ensure you receive a copy of the transcript as soon
as possible after it has been received in this office, which I expect to be either later today or early

tomomow.
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
